The Holy Spirit can use scripture seeds we have planted to lead non-believers to
salvation. Finally, scripture is a great tool to encourage others.

Start by making a commitment to spending
time in the Bible with your family. We make time for sports, hobbies, school, and even church. Is becoming like
Christ of higher importance? Perhaps it's time to make a priority check. What do you think matters most to
God? Get plugged in to our AWANA program on Wednesday nights. Parents are welcomed and encouraged to
participate. Take the time to read and discuss scripture coming home with your child each Sunday. Share
when you get up in the morning, as you sit down to a meal, while you’re driving, or when you tuck your child in
at night (Deuteronomy 6:6-9; 17-18).
